In Matsumoto, when he was about 86, during a group class on
vibrato in the concert hall, I heard Dr Suzuki joke that when he
reached 110 he would give a concert there, and demonstrate
vibrato... with both hands. It was quite typical of him to engage with
people with all types of humour - verbal, playful and comically
physical - in everyday life and in his teaching. He also said that at
110 he would retire. Dr Suzuki did not quite make 110, and passed
away aged 99. It seems fitting now, when he would have been 110,
to celebrate a remarkable life and a person of great humanity
through the music-making of children.

Dr Suzuki lived his life for children. Having witnessed the
success of ‘Talent Education’ in the teaching of various musical
instruments, he realised that the early years are crucial. He wished
his ideas on education to grow beyond the limits of instrumental
teaching into general education, into primary teaching, and most
importantly, nursery education.

The piano approach to ‘Talent Education” was developed by
Suzuki in collaboration with his sister-in-law Mrs Suzuki, Mrs Aoki
and, most generously, by Dr Kataoka. Today many thousands of
children around the world share in this legacy.

So, 110 years since the birth of Dr Shinichi Suzuki, we piano
teachers, parents and students will come together for a day of music-
making, and celebrate this inspiring teacher’s life and legacy.

THE PROGRAMME

2008 is a double anniversary: it will be 10 years since Dr Suzuki
passed away aged 99 (in January 1998) and 110 years since his birth
(in October 1898). To celebrate his life and legacy, we are planning
to hold two piano concerts in West Road Concert Hall, a 500-seat
venue in Cambridge. These will be directed by Stephen Power and
organised by the parents of Cambridge Suzuki Young Musicians.

Suzuki teachers from around the world are invited to send in pupils
to participate in this celebration. On the same day, at Cambridge
University’s Faculty of Music, where the concert hall is situated, a
seminar for Suzuki piano teachers will take place on the general
theme of ‘Suzuki Piano in the 21st Century’.

9.30am-1.00pm Seminar for teachers

Suggested programme items

Solos, two-piano works (for 4 or 8 hands), duets and trios.
Because West Road Concert Hall is equipped with two Steinway
concert grands, we have scope for not only solos but also chamber
music. It would also be possible to present, for example, a duo for
violin and piano (please contact Stephen to discuss this option).

For the concert, teachers can send up to three items, one at each
level:

(a) Books 1 to 3 (no longer than two minutes for one piece or a
movement from a longer work)

(b) Books 4 to 6 (no longer than four minutes for one piece or
movement)

(c) Book 7 and out of repertoire (no longer than five minutes for one
piece or movement)

So, for example, a teacher might send a Book 2 solo, plus a duet by
two Book 5 pupils, plus an advanced solo, to make up to three items.
Naturally it is acceptable to send only one item for performance.

Requirements

Teachers must be members of the official Suzuki organisation in
their country, Piano Basics or the ISA if there is no official
organisation.

There is no audition involved, but it is expected that teachers will
select students of a high accomplishment suitable to an international
event celebrating Dr Suzuki’s life and legacy.

Cost

£30 per participant

This allows three family members, the performer, and the
performer’s teacher to attend the relevant concert. It also enables the
teacher to attend the teacher’s seminar.

Additional tickets will be on sale two months prior to the concert at
£12 adult and £6 concessions.



Teachers without participating students may attend the seminar and
concerts at a cost of £30 each. (For teachers with participating
students the seminar is free of charge.)
